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The committee has identified several priority tasks to address this year in addition to the Journal.  We have assigned an individual from the committee to take the lead for each of these tasks.

1. JIAMSE:

Under the leadership of Doug Gould the Journal (JIAMSE) has shown vibrant growth.  Doug has reorganized the Editorial Board and added several new Associate Editors to enhance the international flavor of the Journal.  Volume 13 #1 contains 5 articles, a note from the President and John Cotter’s feature (The Medical Educator’s Resource Guide) and is available at http://www.iamse.org/jiamse/volume13-1/index.htm    Volume 13 #2 is in process and more articles are forthcoming.  The Editorial Board has reviewed and revised author submission processes and information.  This has streamlined the review process.  They have sent a solicitation to recruit additional Manuscript Reviewers and had a very favorable response.  This call also served to enhance awareness and interest in the journal.  

2. Sale of JIAMSE Library Subscriptions
Dan Schulze has taken the lead in working with Roger in developing a flyer and mass e-mail message to the membership notifying all that the Journal is available for institutional library subscription ($150 per year).  The goal for 2003 is to generate $3,000 in income from this endeavor.

3. Development of IAMSE Monograph Publications

Lynn Yeoman is working with Jamsheer Talati to facilitate the development of a monograph intended to (a) raise awareness of the fact that the unique position of 'trust' that physicians hold in society, and their intimate involvement in managing the consequences of violence place on them a responsibility to nurture and shape a society that will ultimately shun violence, and (b) provide an initial exploration of the type of education required to facilitate such change.  The Board will need to provide guidance to the Committee as to requests concerning financial and secretarial assistance for this project.  Additionally, we would like some direction as to the sentiment of the Board regarding this being a joint publication of IAMSE and Aga Khan University (these issues are part of the items Jamsheer has requested we address at our Board meeting in Georgetown).  Jamsheer’s topic will be the pilot for development of a series of IAMSE monographs spanning a variety of subjects of interest to medical science educators.
4. Proceedings of the 2003 IAMSE-Georgetown Meeting
Dani McBeth has agreed to coordinate the collection of materials for the Proceedings.  He is working with Roger and Julie to maintain contact with session leaders regarding submission of their 500-word summaries, visual aids, and handout materials.  This will significantly help Julie and Roger in developing the Proceedings so they may be published within 90-days following the meeting.

5. Curriculum Objectives
Louis Justement and Pat Finnerty are reviewing and trying to complete a collection of the available curriculum objectives for each of the basic science disciplines.  To date we have been able to verify that our current listing is up-to-date.  We have identified a few others and are in the process of identifying contact people to secure permissions to link to them.
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
