Minutes

1.  President’s Address 

Giulia Bonaminio opened the meeting and in her address provided an update of progress and changes in IAMSE over the past year.  These items included

1.  Administrative reorganization

2.  Work to increase resources in IAMSE

3.  Efforts to increase international membership

4.  Ideas to increase revenue

2.  Installation of New Members of the Board of Directors

Giulia announced to the membership that the following members were installed as new members of the Board:

Regina Kreisle, MD, Ph.D., Purdue University, School of Veterinary Medicine

John Szarek, Ph.D., Ross University School of Medicine

Deborah Vaughn, Ph.D., Boston University School of Medicine

Bruce Newton, Ph.D., University of Arkansas for Medical Sciences, College of Medicine, was announced as the newly elected Treasurer of IAMSE.     

3.  Nominations and Election of Members for the Nominating Committee

Pat Finnerty informed the membership that the Nominating Committee is composed of five members of IAMSE: the Chair and two members are appointed by the President, and the remaining two members are elected by the membership.  The Nominating Committee is responsible for reviewing nominations and constructing a slate of candidates for office.  The floor was opened for candidates to serve on the Nominating Committee, and the following two members were nominated:

Mark Andrews, Ph.D., Lake Erie College of Osteopathic Medicine

Norma Rubin, Ph.D., University of Texas Medical Branch

By acclaim, these nominees were elected to serve on the Nominating Committee.

4.  Membership Report 

Dixie Whitt, Chair of the Membership Committee, reported that IAMSE membership was growing had reached a milestone in its membership with 523 active members and 213 inactive members for a total membership of 736 members from 53 countries. In the coming year the Committee will be focusing on new avenues for member involvement, exploring options for conducting a new membership survey and developing ideas for attracting more international members.   Dixie requested that the membership inform the Committee regarding needs and/or ideas the membership may have that would enhance their experience with our organization. 

5.  Annual Financial Report

Julie Hewett reported on the financial status of IAMSE as of December 31, 2003, and the full report can be found on the website.  Some of the highlights reviewed were the income of IAMSE, the highest we have ever had, of $222,950.99.  On the expense side we have incurred $202,625.53, leaving a surplus of $20,325. 

6.  Annual Association Meetings

2004 – Tulane University 

Tom Schmidt informed the membership that there were 290 registrants at the meeting, a record for IAMSE, with 24 countries represented.  Six of these countries were new this year to IAMSE.  For this year’s meeting there were 84 abstracts submitted, a trend that we want to see continued and improved upon in future meetings. 

2005  - University of Souther California
Nehad El-Sawi introduced the Keck School of Medicine as our host for 2005.  The Program Committee is putting together a quality meeting with new items for the meeting agenda to include Technology in Learning and the first series of Resources Exchange, where members will share their resources, for example case studies and competencies in the basic sciences.

Giulia indicated that the site for the 2006 meeting should be announced in the next month or so as plans are finalized.    

7.  Additional Association Business

· Giulia reported that the Strategic Plan had been finalized.

· Webcast Audio Seminars can be found on the website, and have gone extremely well this year thanks to Carol Whitfield and her committee.  Jack Strandhoy will be the chair of the Fall Webcast Series and Veronica _______ will be the vice-chair, and will assume chair responsibilities for the Spring 2005 series.      

· Over 100 people have participated in the Faculty Development Courses held Saturday, July 19, 2003.

· The membership was reminded of the Association Publications which include JIAMSE, Conference Proceedings and the Monograph Project.  Information regarding these publications can be found on the website.  JIAMSE was published in June 2004 and will be published again in December 2004.  Anyone wanting to serve as a reviewer was instructed to contact Doug Gould.  

· Giulia reminded the membership that calls for participation on Standing Committees are out.  Anyone interested should contact Julie Hewett.  Annual reports from the Standing Committees can be found on the website.

· The Board reviewed and finalized the strategic plan.  The growth in IAMSE has necessitated a contract change with JulNet as our administrative needs have changed.  As a result there were some organizational changes to report, specifically that the Executive Director position was changed to that of Founding Director to better reflect the growth and changing needs of the organization.
